To protect yourself in the event of a fire, we need
you to know what to do to keep yourself, your
family, and neighbours safe, if there’s a fire in
your home or your block.

If there’s a fire in your own home:

Quickly get out of the room where the fire
is and close the door behind you

Tell everyone in your home that there’s a
fire and to get out too

Don’t stop to get any of your things and
shut the front door behind you

Don’t try to put the fire out yourself
Wait outside away from the building and
call the fire service on 999 immediately

The fire strategy for your block is ‘stay put’.
If there’s a fire in the building (including in

someone else’s flat) here’s what you need to do:

Your building’s designed to contain a fire
inside the apartment where it started and
protect you from the effects of smoke and
fire

If the fire isn’t in your apartment, close all
your doors and windows and stay inside
Dial 999 right away, just in case the person
whose apartment is on fire hasn’t been
able to

If smoke or heat from the apartment on
fire starts to affect your home then leave
immediately, if it’s safe to do so, or if the
fire service tells you to leave

This quarter’s tips for balconies

and outside spaces

« If you have privacy screening on your
balcony, please remove it with immediate
effect. Privacy screens are a fire risk if it is
made from a combustible product/material
If you smoke on your balcony, or outside

space, ensure you extinguish your cigarette
fully, you can use sand in a pot or water.
Remember to empty regularly

Ensure your plants are watered and not
allowed to dry out, as these can be a fire
risk

Bonfires are not allowed in garden
communal areas

BBQs are not to be used on

ba

Please be reminded that under no
circumstances are BBQs allowed on
balconies, whether gas, electric or coals.
