About your Building

e Gantry Court is a purpose-built block of flats constructed of a steel main structure with brick,
block and concrete floors and ceilings. The windows and doors are metal framed. The
balconies are Alideck- aluminum decking system with aluminium support framework.

e The building is clad with Vitrafix Fast Fix Aluminum Rainscreen Cladding system with
Vitradual Alumium Panels.

e The building has 8 storeys (ground plus 7), no basement and consists of 38 self-contained
flats.

e The building has 1 protected staircase and 1 firemans lift.

e Accommodation is classed as general needs.

Fire safety features in your building

The Fire Action Notice is to make
sure that anyone living, working
in, or visiting your building knows
what to do in the event of a fire

Fire Action Notice

Signage Fire signs help people leave the
building safely in an emergency.
Directional arrows or a running
figure with the words “fire exit”,
direct people safely along the
escape route and out of the
building
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Fire Doors

Fire doors are designed to slow
the spread of fire and to prevent
smoke from entering other areas
of the block. All flat front doors
are fire rated, this will help to
slow a fire and keep it contained.

Fire door closers

Door closers are an important
part of fire doors (including your
flat front door). The closers
ensure compartmentation by
closing the fire door
automatically in the event of a
fire. Removal of these can cause
serious injury and can lead to fire
and smoke escaping and affecting
the escape route for yourself and
others.

Compartmentation

A compartment is a room or area
with a fire rated door and fire
insulating materials in the walls
and ceiling spaces. Drilling holes
into walls and ceilings can
damage the effectiveness of fire
compartmentation.
Compartmentation protects the
rest of the building and the
people who live there.

Emergency
Lighting

The lights will come on if mains
power fails to help you see the
way out of the building in an
emergency.
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Automatic opening | An AOV is an automated

vent (AOV) ventilation system designed to
allow smoke and toxic gases to
escape in the event of a fire. The
Fire Brigade can activate these
from call points if required

Dry Riser A dry riser is a length of pipe that
reaches each floor of your block.
This ensures no matter where a
fire occurs, the fire service can
attach to a pressurised water
source to allow them to feed
water to each floor for use with
their firefighting equipment, to
combat the fire

CCTV Where CCTV is installed for your
security and keeps a record of
who comes in the building.

Lightning A lightning strike can cause lots
protection of damage and start fires. The
lightning protection comes in the
form of a lightning conductor,
usually a metal rod, fitted on a
building to protect it from
lightning strikes. The system will
divert a lightning strike to the
rod, then through a wire allowing
it to pass to the ground safely

Secure A Secure Information Box is fitted
Information Box at the entrance of the building.
This holds important information
about the building and the
people who need support to
evacuate. Itis used in the event
of an emergency by the fire
service.
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Electrical An EICR, is a report of the
Installation condition of the fixed electrical
Condition Report wiring for the building. A
qualified electrician will test the
wiring to ensure occupants are
safe from electrical shocks and/or
fires
