e Don’t try to put the fire out yourself
e Wait outside away from the building and

call the fire service on 999 immediately & “ ’W”"

The fire strategy for your block is ‘stay put’.

If there’s a fire in the building (including in
someone else’s flat) here’s what you need to do:

e Your building’s designed to contain a fire
inside the apartment where it started and
protect you from the effects of smoke and
fire

e [f the fire isn’t in your apartment, close all
your doors and windows and stay inside

e Dial 999 right away, just in case the person
whose apartment is on fire hasn’t been
able to

e |f smoke or heat from the apartment on
fire starts to affect your home then leave
immediately, if it’s safe to do so, or if the
fire service tells you to leave

Fire safety must-dos

« Keep fire doors closed when not in use -
please don’t wedge them open

However, the cross-corridor doors are
designed to remain in the open position;
these will automatically close if the fire
alarm is activated or the power is cut

Keep fire escapes free of any items, rubbish
or clutter, ensure you store your possessions
within your flat, or take to the bin store

Whether you have a balcony, communal hallways,
or space outside your front door, there are best
practices in place to prevent fire risks:

e Don'’t store any flammable items on
balconies or within communal areas

e Don’t add privacy screens to your balcony as
they’re flammable

e Don'’t store any form of fuel

e Don’t add astro turf or other similar
products to the floor of your balcony or
outside communal space

e Don’t keep electrical gadgets in an outside
space

e Don’t drill through external walls to facilitate
taking a power supply to an outside area

e Don'tinstall electrical pigeon/bird
deterrents
